Herta Mueller, a little-known Romanian-born author who was persecuted for her critical depictions of
behind the Iron Curtain, won the 2009 Nobel Prize in literature Thursday (October 8th) in an award s
a nod to the 20th anniversary of communism’s collapse. Mueller, a member of Romania’s ethnic Ge

Mueller, 56, made her debut in 1982 with a collection of short stories titled “Niederungen,” or “Nadirs
depicting the harshness of life in a small, German-speaking village in Romania. It was promptly cens
the communist government. In 1984 an uncensored version was smuggled to Germany, where it wa
lished and devoured by readers. That work was followed by “Oppré&smge” in Romania but she was
eventually prohibited from publishing inside her country for her criticism of dictator Nicolae Ceauses

German press received them very positively,” the Academy said.

The mayor of the 1,600-person village of
dorf said Mueller would be greeted with honors. “If she will accept this, of course,” loan Mascovesct
Mueller, whose father served in téaffen SS duringVorld War Il and whose mother spent "ve years in
a Soviet work camp, is the third European in a row to win the prize and the 10th German, joining Gu
Grass in 1999 and Heinrich Boell in 1972.
