German Red Cabbage 

This recipe is in honor to the Jaeger’s who served this dish at their Jaeger Bankett.

Prep Time:  Cook Time:  Ready In:  Serves:  6
10 Min   1 Hr 20 Min  1 Hr 30 Min

Ingredients
• 1 medium head red cabbage, cored and sliced
• 2 large tart apples, peeled and sliced
• 1 medium sweet onion, sliced and separated into rings
• 1 1/2 cups water
• 1 cup cider vinegar
• 1/2 cup sugar
• 1 tablespoon butter

• 1 teaspoon salt
• 6 whole peppercorns
• 2 whole allspice
• 2 whole cloves
• 1 bay leaf
• 2 teaspoons cornstarch
• 2 teaspoons cold water

Directions
1. In a Dutch oven, toss cabbage, apples and onion.  Add water, vinegar, sugar, butter and salt.  Place the 
peppercorns, allspice, cloves and bay leaf on a double thickness of cheesecloth; bring up corners of cloth and 
stir with kitchen string to form a bag.  Add to Dutch oven.  Bring to a boil. Reduce heat; cover and simmer 
for 1-1/4 hours.
 
2. Discard spice bag.  In a small bowl, combine cornstarch and cold water until smooth; stir in cabbage 
mixture.  Bring to a boil; cook and stir for 1-2 minutes or until thickened.

Two Carpathia Members

The Michigan State Music Hall of Fame - Polka & Ethnic Category will honor Blondine Klimach and 
George Schleis from the Carpathia Club, as well as Rick Michels from the Edelweiss Club, and Karl Kurz 
of the old Dakota Inn on Sunday, April 25th at the Carpathia Club.  Blondine and George’s musical back-
grounds took different paths, but each has entertained and inspired others with their talents.

Blondine Klimach was born on September 25, 1942 in 
Altker, in the former Yugoslavia.  She immigrated to the 
United States in 1956 with her family and has lived in 
the Detroit area and suburbs since then.  Blondine met 
husband Johann S. Klimach at the Carpathia Club in War-
ren in 1963, and they married on August 24, 1968.  They 
have two daughters, Ingrid and Erika, and have three 
grandsons and one step-granddaughter.

Blondine’s cultural activities began in 1958 when she 
became a member of the International Youth Group at the 
International Institute.

founding members of the Deutsche Jugendgruppe Detroit, which later became a sub-group of Carpathia 
Club in 1963.  

Blondine’s singing career began in 1960 when she was a member of St. Peter’s Church Choir.  In 1963, she 
became a member of the Carpathia Mädchenkranz, and the Carpathia Mixed Choir.  Blondine started and 
directed the “Evergreens” a group of former Mädchenkranz members, now married.  They performed at 
Carpathia Club functions, the GACC picnics and German Day, as well as other ethnic functions in our area.  
In 1981, she was elected President of the Michigan Sängerbezirk, a head organization of all the German 
choirs in the State of Michigan.  Blondine has also taught German school at the Carpathia Club and was a 
program director at the Deutscher Kinderchor of Detroit.

Blondine was a member of the Carpathia Board of Directors for over 30 years.  In 1987 she was honored 
with the German-American Friendship Award from the Federal Republic of Germany and in 2008 was 
honored a second time.  In 1992, she was honored as the German-American of the Year by the German-
American Cultural Center in Detroit.  In 2006 she was elected as the ! rst woman President of the Nord-
Amerikanischer Sängerbund and in 2009 was re-elected for a second term.  In 2010, Blondine was made an 
Honorary Life Time Member of the Carpathia Club.

Blondine continues to be active with all the choirs on the local and national level and will stay active with 
the Carpathia Club hopefully for many years.
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George Michael Schleis was born February 21, 1958 in Detroit, Michi-
gan to Michael and Helene Schleis, both of which came to America a 
few years earlier as part of German families seeking a better life after 
World War II.  George has a younger sister named Linda.

George began at an early age listening to German music in his parent’s 
home, his father on accordion playing with neighbors and friends.  He 
spent many occasions sitting by the stage watching the Rhinelanders, 
Sorgenbrecher, Vagabonds, Melodias, Internationals and the Happy 
Wanderers perform.

He started playing music at the age of 8.  His father of course suggest-
ed the accordion but in the early 1960’s every kid wanted to be a 

guitar player.  Over the years he studied guitar with some of the most famous guitar players in Detroit which 
included Joe Fava and Lee Dymont.  At the age of 10, George decided it was time to branch out … this time 
he decided on the trumpet.  George not only continued his guitar studies he began playing trumpet in school 
and taking trumpet lessons with Bob Fenzel.  He began giving music lessons at the age of 15 at Knight Music, 
a nearby music store.  

His ! rst big opportunity to play German music professionally came with the Carpathia Brass band under the 
direction of Peter Hofer.  In the fall of 1975 George joined the Echos, lead by Erich Schulz.  Many of the mu-
sicians that are playing German music today at one time were members of the Echos including Gary Hohen-
tanner, Erwin Rauschendorfer, Roy Schulz, Maria Mader, John Huth, and Rob Schwalbe.  The Echos lasted 
for 14 years and the band produced one album called “Scrapbook”.  The Echos played quite a few distant 
venues including the St Louis Donauschwaben Club in St Louis, Mo.  The Echos were known for not only 
playing traditional German standards but also current German Volksmusik (“Schlagers”).  
 
Toward the end of the Echos, George was asked to attend a jam session in the fall of 1989 with some of his 
musical friends, Rich Gerhardt, Gene Bilewicz and Paul Blotske.  That jam session resulted in the forma-
tion of a new group called Enzian.  Enzian continues today some 20 years later.  The current members are 
Len Puma, Matt Eichmann, Tom Darling, Joel Zwerk and George.  To date Enzian has produced one album 
“Endlich mahl Enzian” and continues the tradition started with the Echos German standards and current popu-
lar Volksmusik.  
                   
George has always remained true to his heritage and has been a lifelong member of the Carpathia Club.  He 
is married to Cindy and this year they celebrate there 25th wedding anniversary.   They have a daughter Erika 
born in 1994 and a son Evan born in 2001, both of which are active in music; Erika is a vocalist and Evan is a 
drummer.  Following high school George pursued his educational dreams; he received his Bachelors Degree 
in Chemistry and Computer Science in 1981, his Master Degree in Computer Science in 1988, and his PhD 
in Computer Science in the winter of 2000 all from Wayne State University.  Dr. Schleis has been working in 
the Research Analytics department for Ford Motor Company for over 16 years.  He is also a part-time faculty 
member of the Computer Information Science department at the University of Michigan, Dearborn.

George has had a love for German music most of his life and continues to enjoy any opportunity to play with 
his band or with his friends.
